Les récents incendies de forét amazonienne poussent la forét vers un point critique ou elle ne sera peut-étre plus
en mesure de subvenir a ses besoins.

Les flammes brilent la plus grande forét tropicale du monde depuis trois semaines maintenant. Le président
francais Emmanuel Macron a qualifié la crise de "crise internationale” et a inscrit I'incendie a l'ordre du jour de
la réunion du G7 ce week-end, provoquant une dispute diplomatique avec le président brésilien Jair Bolsonaro.
Les pays du G7 ont promis une aide de 20 millions d'euros a la forét pluviale, ce que M. Bolsonaro a déclaré
mardi qu'il refuserait. L’Institut national de recherche spatiale du Brésil (INPE) a signalé au moins 74 000
incendies en Amazonie cette année, soit une augmentation de 84% par rapport a la méme période de I’année
derniere.La fumée des incendies a balayé le pays et atteint des métropoles cotieres comme Sao Paulo.

| C’est une augmentation alarmante, car I’Amazonie ne brile presque jamais seule et I’augmentation des incendies
cette année a été tellement spectaculaire. La région est généralement trop humide pour s'enflammer, de sorte que
la grande majorité des incendies sont causes par des humains. Certains des incendies sont allumés par des
agriculteurs cherchant a défricher des terres, d'autres par des blcherons illégaux essayant de couvrir leurs traces
et d'autres par négligence. Les incendies et I'exploitation forestiére étaient en baisse depuis des années en
Amazonie jusqu'a ce que Bolsonaro, qui a clairement annoncé son intention d'exploiter I'Amazonie, soit entré en
fonction I'an dernier. Cédant aux protestations nationales et a la pression internationale, Bolsonaro a déployé
I'armée ce week-end pour lutter contre les incendies qui briilent maintenant dans six Etats brésiliens.

Mais lorsque la fumée se dissipe et que les flammes s'éteignent, une autre menace périlleuse menace la forét
amazonienne. Les scientifiques avertissent que si suffisamment de forét est perdue, elle pourrait entrer dans une
spirale d'effondrement. C’est un résultat aux conséquences globales, et si nous franchissons ce seuil de
déforestation, cela pourrait constituer un point de non-retour.La forét amazonienne joue un réle important et
complexe dans le climat régional et Mondial . La pluie dans la forét tropicale n’est pas un accident de géographie
ou de météorologie. Les arbres a noix en acajou, kapok et Brésil de I’Amazonie occupent une place importante
dans I’orchestre du systeme hydrique de la région.

Les arbres absorbent I'eau de pluie par leurs racines, la déplacent dans la canopée et la liberent dans I'air, un
processus appelé évapotranspiration. Les arbres libérent également des composés organiques volatils qui
réagissent pour former de minuscules particules. Ces particules servent de points de nucléation pour former des
nuages et finalement conduire a plus de précipitations
